More than 200,000 children in California
have a parent in prison.

Children with a parent in prison become all too often
the overlooked victims of crime and the unintended
victims of the criminal justice system. Through no fault
of their own, they find their parents taken from them, a
wrenching separation that can generate feelings of
abandonment, shame, grief -- even guilt. Statistics
indicate these children are more likely to experience
poverty and family instability, loss of home and school.
Children struggling with a loss of this magnitude are
more vulnerable to mental health issues and are at
greater risk of dropping out of school and/or using
drugs.

Can we help these children?

The good news is yes. We can. And we do.

Visits to a parent in prison can help lessen the impact
of parental incarceration on the child. Experts in the
field stress that regular visits with incarcerated parents
maintain healthy emotional and social adjustment for
these at-risk children. Regular visits also help to
strengthen family bonds -- a significant factor which
can result in lower rates of recidivism for the parents.

What prevents familiy visits?

» Distance and costs of travel

» Significant paperwork required for clearance into
prison

e Lack of adult accompaniment for children

What is Get On The Bus?

Get On The Bus was founded in 1999 by Sr. Suzanne
Jabro, CSJ. This dynamic program gathers children
and their caregivers or guardians from all across
California and makes it possible for them to visit their
mothers or fathers in prison. From beginning to end, the
process is a simple, cost-effective, community-based
intervention that eliminates the barriers that keep

families separated, with no costs to participating

families.

Get On The Bus provides the following:

« Submission of paperwork required to visit

« Chaperones for children who have no adult to
accompany them

= Transportation on chartered buses

o All meals during travel

Most importantly, Get On The Bus transforms the
prison visiting room into a fun, non-threatening family
environment with child-centered activities. Children eat
pizza, play games, or participate in arts and crafts with
their mothers or fathers. The visit provides a positive
family interaction and allows children and parents
the ability to reconnect after the long separation.
