From “Masses and Prayers for Various Needs 
and Occasions” the Mass “For the Forgiveness 
of Sins” (#38) or “For the Preservation of 
Peace and Justice” (#30) with violet vestments 
or the Mass “For Giving Thanks to God for 
the Gift of Human Life” (#48/1A or B) with 
white vestments should be celebrated.

During these days, we are asked to fast, 
remember our obligation to steward the earth, 
and regain harmony between humanity and 
creation. "…human life is grounded in three 
fundamental and closely intertwined 
relationships: with God, with our neighbor and 
with the earth itself" and these three 
relationships have been broken; this rupture is 
sin (Laudato Si’ 66).

Masses are observed as The Commemoration 
of All the Faithful Departed (All Souls) rather 
than the Solemnity of All Saints. On the same 
day Liturgy of the Hours Morning and Evening 
Prayer are observed as the Solemnity of All 
Saints, though after Evening Prayer II of All 
Saints Evening Prayer for the Dead could be 
celebrated. 

Nov. 2 Commemoration of All the Faithful Departed 
(All Souls’ Day) 

On November 2, 2025 Morning Prayer and 
Evening Prayer II are observed as the 31st 
Sunday in Ordinary Time, except in 
celebrations with the people, when the Office 
for the Dead may be used. 

Nov. 2-8 National Vocation Awareness Week  

Nov. 9 Dedication of the Lateran Basilica Feast 

Nov. 15 Adult Confirmation Vacaville and Chico 

Nov. 16 World Day of the Poor
